CHECK LIST & PROCEEDURES

BEFORE STARTING ENGINE

1. Park into wind, clear of obstructions

2. Weight & balance check

3. All controls free & clear

4. Main clutch freedom – turn backwards 30’

5. Tail rotor play 3 fingers of travel

6. Rotor brake set

7. Seat Belts fastened

8. Cyclic / collective friction ON

9. Fuel- ON

10. Cabin heat OFF

11. Fuses in / tight – Switches OFF

12. Instruments- STATIC CHECK

13. Mags- OFF

14. Radios- OFF

STARTING ENGINE & WARM UP

1. Mixture- Lean, idle cut-off

2. MAGS- BOTH

3. Master- ON

4. Generator- ON

5. Check low fuel light- ON

6. Auxiliary Fuel Pump- ON

7. Throttle- OPEN

8. Center Cyclic, bottom collective

9. Mixture- RICH 2-6 seconds, Then LEAN

10. Hot engine omit priming steps

11. Throttle- OPEN 5%

12. Area “CLEAR” VISUALLY & CALL OUT

13. Engage Starter

11. Mixture- slowly to RICH when cranking

(Pull to lean if engine does not fire. Do Not Flood)
14. Oil Pressure- CHECK

1. WARM UP & GROUND RUN UP
1. Rotor Brake- RELEASE below 1000 RPM

2. RPM 1700-1800 until needles join

3. Trans. Temp. Light- CHECK 2000 RPM

4. Avionics- ON Radio / Intercom

5. Lights as required

6. Engine- GUAGES Temp. Pressure all GREEN

7. RPM- Increase to 2800

8. Aux. Fuel Pump- OFF, pressure 14-25 PSI

9. Aux. Fuel Pump- ON just before flight

10. Check Low Fuel Light- OFF @ 2800 RPM

11. High MAG- CHECK Left then Right

12. Split Needles- Re-establish at 2000 RPM

“Continued on reverse side”

13. Cyclic Friction- OFF

14. Rotor Blade Tip Path- CHECK

15. Altimeter- SET

16. Collective Friction- OFF

BEFORE TAKEOFF

1. Fuel Quantity- NOTE time

2. Instruments/Gauges- NORMAL

3. Radio- SET

4. Hover Power Check @ 2800 RPM, 29” MP max

5. Cyclic / CG- NOTE POSITION

6. Area- CLEAR

CRUISE FLIGHT

1. Instruments- Normal, 22” MP, 2800 RPM

2. Power- as required, within limits

3. Avoid high air speeds in turbulent or gusty winds. Slow to 40 KTS.

4. Mixture- for cruise settings check pg. 15 in POH

PRE-LANDING CHECK

1. RPM- 2800

2. Mixture- Rich (18” MP until final)

3. Fuel- Note Qty- 2800 RPM

4. Instruments- NORMAL

5. Radios- SET

6. Speed, Power, Altitude Limits- Check POH pg. 2

SHUTDOWN PROCEEDURES

2. Cyclic / Collective Friction- ON

3. RPM 2000 / Let cool- 25 degrees or 2 min.

4. Throttle- CLOSED

5. Aux. Fuel Pump- OFF

6. Master-Generator- OFF

7. Mixture- LEAN, idle cut-off

8. MAGS- OFF

9. Rotor Brake- Apply below 200 RPM

Use only as necessary to save brake lining

10. Switches & Headsets- OFF

11. Rotor- Stopped before loading / unloading

12. Tie down- Blades / Secure Doors

15. Re-fuel Aircraft

16. Close Flight Plan
