INSPECTIONS

MAIN ROTOR BLADES

1. Inspect blades for damage and general condition. If cracks are present see Fig. 2 Pg 4 in maintenance manual & stop drilling instrutions.

2. Inspect attachment bolts and hinges.

MAIN ROTOR HUB AND INBORD BLADE ASSEMBLY

1. Inspect hub and inboard blade assembly for general condition and security.

2. Inspect security of bolts and nuts.

3. Inspect security of hinge covers.

4. Inspect freedom of all hinges.

SWASHPLATE

1. Inspect swashplate for condition & attachments.

2. Wipe swashplate sphere and rotor mast housing clean with dry cloth.

3. Inspect attachment of control rod ends to swashplate.

MAIN TRANSMISSION & CLUTCHES

1. Check oil level in transmission.

2. Turn rotor backward 30 degrees “clutch disengaged”

3. Inspect transmission mounting lugs & bolts.

ENGINE COMPARTMENT

1. Check engine controls for freedom of operation, full travel and security

2. Drain fuel tank sump & strainer, check for moisture

3. Inspect all oil and fuel lines for condition, attachment, and leaks.

4. Service fuel tanks (91/96 minimum octane fuel).

5. Check oil quantity.

6. Inspect carburetor/servo, air filter for cleanliness.

7. Check cowling for attachment & condition.

CONTROL SYSTEM MAIN ROTOR

1. Inspect all control linkages for condition, security

2. Move all controls full travel / freedom of operation

TAIL ROTOR SYSTEM

1. Check oil level

2. Check control rods for freedom of movement, security, and full travel.

3. Inspect blades for damage & security.

4. Inspect tail rotor hub for security & freedom of teetering.

5. Inspect tail rotor gear boxes for security of attachment.

6. Inspect rudder pedals for full travel and freedom of movement.

FUSELAGE

1. Inspect for general condition.

2. Inspect tail pylon for damage.

3. Inspect stabilizers for damage & security of attachment.

4. Inspect tail rotor guard for cracks & security of attachment.

5. Inspect static system ports for blockage.
LANDING GEAR

1. Inspect skid shoes for excessive wear, damage, and security.

2. Inspect skid tubes for wear , damage, and security.

3. Inspect oleo struts for security, condition & leaks.

GENERAL

1. Check that registration and airworthiness certificate are in there proper places.

2. Remove all loose objects from the helicopter.

3. Inspect cowling for condition and security.
